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The eldest of the family, Paul, Jr., was one of the first priests born on Canadian soil. This Paul was raised to the dignity of
a priest by Msgr. de Laval on December 21, 1680.

Father Vachon served the South Coast as far as Cap-Saint-Ignace in 1683 and the North Coast from the Grondines to
Batiscan. He was named Canon of the Québec Chapter in 1684. In 1692, he served as Curé of Cap-de-la-Madeleine.
The church of this Three Rivers parish, today a center for pilgrimages, was constructed under his direction in 1717. Canon
Vachon died on March 7, 1729 and was buried in the sanctuary of the Church of the Cape.
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
